Tips for Riding the Bus

o Face masks required
e 6 passengers maximum
e No eating or smoking /vaping on the bus,
drinks in secured container only
o Please be ready to pay your fare when you
board, with exact cash. Driver does not carry
change.
¢ Bicycle Friendly: Be ready to stow and go!
e Bus does not wait: Be at stop 5 minutes
before scheduled time and be visible to
driver.
e No more bags than passenger can carry on at
one time and placed under seat or in lap.
Items may not be placed in aisle or in another
seat. limit 4
e Personal Hygiene must not affect other riders
e Animals in approved pet carrier only: limit 1
e Harassment of Driver or other riders will not
be tolerated and will result in immediate
discharge from the bus and loss of riding
privileges
o No Hazardous Materials on bus
e Check Gorge Radio or website for Inclement
weather schedule
